2.  Dennis Ducharme chaired the first meeting.  We first discussed the purpose of the Legion Riders Association.  We are not a motorcycle club. 3.  Next, we reviewed the proposed by-laws.  We discussed, at length, each paragraph.  Some changes were made.  Most notably, we changed the title “Run Coordinator” to “Road Captain” and added an “Events Coordinator.”  We also made the “Treasurer” position a stand-alone position.

5.  Next, we voted on a quorum.  The group voted on five officers must be present to form a quorum.





6.  Next, we voted on when our meetings should be held.  We decided the Chapter meetings will be held at 7:30 p.m. on the second Tuesday of each month.  All meetings will be held at the Post home.





7.  Next, we decided to have our bank be Randolph Brooks Federal Credit Union.  Checks must be signed by two officers:  The Treasurer and the Director.  Disbursement of funds $100.00 or more will be by only those authorized by a majority vote of the General Membership at any regular meeting of the Post Chapter.  Disbursement of funds under $100.00 will require the approval of a majority of the Chapter Officers.  Approval may be obtained by email or telephone.  The Chapter will be a non-profit organization and may only disburse funds in a manner that is in keeping with all local, state, and national laws regarding non-profit organizations, by majority vote.





Action Item:  Velma Smith will open a bank account with RBFCU.





8.  Next, we voted on dues.  It was decided that initial dues will be $40.00, which includes the Legion Riders back patch.  The patch will remain the property of the Chapter.  Thereafter, annual dues will be $15.00.  Renewal for the Rider Program will run concurrent with the annual Legion Dues with expiration dates of 31 December, regardless of the initial date of application.





9.  Next, we voted on when the cut-off should be for Charter members.  We decided on October 1, 2004 as the cut-off date.  





10.  Then we voted on the Legion Riders back patch.  The wearing of the Riders patch is a matter of team pride and the Riders’ choice. However, for the purpose of uniformity, when a Rider elects to wear the patch it will be worn within these guidelines.   The National Riders patch will contain “Post 593, Converse, Texas” at the bottom of the patch.  On the front top left of the garment bearing the Legion Riders back patch, the following patches, if worn, will conform to this standard:





First, front top left, American Flag patch


Under the Flag, the “Charter Member” patch


Next, a patch showing the Officer Position the member holds.





Action Item:  Dennis Ducharme will order 12 Legion Rider patches from National Emblem Sales.  He will be reimbursed from the Application dues.
